	Matters arising from the previous meetings: 

i. Hatch keys in Tisbury – the PC had received written confirmation from the EA that the ‘Tisbury Gate is an automated structure that adjusts itself to the flow of the river’ and consequently there is no requirement for a key to be held in Tisbury.
ii. Traffic on Churchill Estate – The 2 schools and sports centre had been contacted with respect to traffic accessing their sites with little regard for residents on the Churchill Estate. St John’s School and the Sports Centre had both responded with positive actions to enhance public safety.
iii. R2 monies – several requests for funding had been received and these would be considered once the amount of R2 monies currently available was confirmed by SDC.
iv.  Rural Scrutiny Review Report – SDC had confirmed that the report had been amended to reflect the views of D Cnllr RAB and PCs that the road infrastructure was inadequate to support increased demand from larger commercial vehicles.
v. The contents of the letter from a resident close to the Youth Club base had been relayed to Jaki Farrell (JF); the response was that music was only allowed on 1 night and ended by 10:30pm. JF asked that further issues be raised directly with the Mere office.

	 Consideration of Planning Applications:

	S/2008/0710 – full - Land adjoining Ladydown View, Tisbury - 

addition of basement to plots 5 and 6 and changes to fenestration and roofs, change fenestration and chimney position to plot 7, change to level of garages adjoining plot 5, omit retaining wall to plot 6.
The residents had been canvassed to determine their views on the changes and were happy that they would not be affected detrimentally. 

Cnllrs therefore resolved to support the application.
Proposed RD / seconded MMcG / unanimous
S/2008/0709 – full – Holly Cottage, The Quarry, Tisbury – erect single storey extension to form garage and garden room

This application involved works that would be clearly seen from the walkway and were not considered to be in keeping with the local environs. Additionally, the property would be much larger than any of those surrounding in this conservation area.
Cnllrs therefore resolved to object to the application.

Proposed MrsPamC / seconded MrsJG / unanimous
S/2008/0722 – full – Liss Cottage, Hindon Road, Tisbury – two storey extension

The application was in keeping with the local environs and did not overlook others.
Cnllrs therefore resolved to support the application.

Proposed MMcG / seconded JBM / unanimous
S/2008/0749 – full – 125 Duck Street, Tisbury – rebuild & extend existing outhouse

Cnllrs would prefer to see local stone rather than rendered walls, but were happy with the footprint.

Cnllrs therefore resolved to object to the application.

Proposed RD / seconded JBM / unanimous
 S/2008/0767 – full – 4 Church Street Close, Tisbury – new roof to conservatory

Cnllrs felt that the proposed works were not obtrusive.
Cnllrs therefore resolved to support the application.

Proposed MMcG / seconded MrsPamC / 8 in favour with 1 abstention 
S/2008/0779 - O/L - land off Hindon Lane, Tisbury – mixed use development of land to comprise around 90 dwellings and 3800 sq.m. of B1 business floor space (including associated highway infrastructure and landscaping)

Cnllrs discussed appropriate methods of consultation to ensure that the feelings of the residents were properly taken into account at some length. It was decided to enlist help from appropriately qualified local residents to help respond to the application and also to have the application discussed at the Annual Parish Meeting rather than the Living River Project. WTPC would also be invited to have some influence on the response.
Cnllrs therefore resolved that the application be deferred until the 20/05/08 meetings to allow extended consultation due to the application being materially different from initial proposals (90 houses rather then 75).
