08.04.15: Bollards at the entrance to the LRG – the Football Club had reported that the bollard was stolen during a carnival celebration. Cnllrs agreed that the bollards would not replaced in the short term, but potential consequential damage to the pitch would be monitored. The Football Club would be contacted to indicate that an earlier reporting of the loss of a bollard should have been made. 
08.04.32: Traffic on Churchill Estate – the request for traffic management had been acknowledged by WCC.
07.12.17: The planters in The Square had been restocked at a very good discounted price by ‘Country Gardens’ garden centre near Harnham.
 APM, 11: An email from Mr D. Rear was read aloud expressing the view that Tisbury Cnllrs were out of touch with the views of residents on additional housing sites in the Tisbury area. A response would be sent to Mr Rear.

A poor turnout was reported for the AGM attended by Inspector Douglas, with Hindon, Fovant and West Tisbury being the only other Parishes attending. Tisbury community, although having 3 ‘Officers’ designated to police the area (including a Special Constable), was presently suffering from a lack of police presence due to long term sickness, retirement and a vacancy. However, Inspector Douglas had made it clear that the TCSP (also known as a Neighbourhood Tasking Group, would be expected to detail the work that was considered necessary in the community and potential involvement on the CABs.

	Report from D.Cnllr. R. Beattie
The D.Cnllr. updated those present on the SDC emergency meeting concerning the Bourne Hill project. The District Council had received legal advice that it was in order to make its own decision on the project rather than WCC impose a decision. The end result would be a smaller building at greater cost with no capital receipts from the sale of buildings currently accommodating out posted staff.
In addition, D.Cnllr RAB indicated that the use of wheelie bins would result in higher collection costs due to the increased time to load the bins.
