	a. The owners of Melbury asked Cnllrs to support their planning application.
b. Mr Lovell-Wood informed the meeting of the costs associated with the Christmas lights in Tisbury High Street and explained the increase in costs due to recent legislation concerning inspection and certification in particular. It was noted that last year had seen a much reduced display and that there was barely sufficient funds available for a full display this year.
c. Mr Monk requested that the PC contact the Environment Agency and SDC Enforcement Officer to report the spreading of spoil, rather than removal, at the Keane development site adjacent to the South Western Hotel. It was feared that the resultant increase in ground level, together with the blocking of the natural flood channel would increase the risk of flooding in nearby properties.  
d. It was noted that a resident had shown interest in the vacancy for a Parish Councillor but was unable to attend that evening.

	Christmas Lights in Tisbury – Cnllrs considered the information in the previously circulated report and also the additional information provided by Mr Lovell-Wood, before robustly discussing the possibility of financial assistance from the PC. The Chairman reminded Cnllrs that it was the policy of TPC not to give donations to organizations requesting financial assistance due to the impact on the precept. It was noted that the approximate cost to a Band D householder in Tisbury would be very approximately £3.50 for the £3000 now sought for a professional installation and inspection/certification of the cables, fixings etc., opposed to the £800 originally estimated using volunteer help. It was also noted that:

a.  West Tisbury PC had declined to offer any financial assistance,

b.  no grant funding had been investigated,
c. There was sufficient monies ‘in the kitty’ for 1 year using volunteer help
d. A straw poll of Cnllrs indicated that only 1 Cnllr was in favour of the proposal to help financially. 

The PC agreed that further research and discussion would be beneficial before a definite decision was taken. However, there was support for a committee to explore possibilities for funding for this and subsequent years. Further discussion would take place at the precept meeting.
