	a. Mrs Coopman spoke in support of planning application S 2008 1776, the main points being:
· The advertisement from SDC stating that a ROW would be affected was not true,

· The overall height of the restructured building was no higher,

· The increased footprint was comparatively small,

· There would be no impact on neighbouring properties, and

· The restructured building would be more energy efficient and with reduced carbon emissions.

b. The resident with an interest in the vacancy for a Parish Councillor was again unable to attend. Cnllrs were asked to interest other possible candidates for the December meeting.

c. The talk from members of the TISBUS committee comprised a short history of the organisation (notes appended to the minutes) followed by an appraisal of the current financial position, stressing the need to remain commercially viable into the future, with no debt, and with an expansion of services and customer base. The committee were aware of mistakes having been made in the past, causing bad publicity that had affected the reputation of the reliability of the service. Also, despite a village survey indicating that a shuttle service would be a welcome provision in the immediate area, the service had not had a good take up and had been abandoned after 10 weeks. A plea was made to Cnllrs to publicise the TISBUS service, encourage new areas of use and recruit further volunteers before asking for comments and / questions.
In response, P.Cnllrs were very complimentary about the service provision and congratulated everyone involved for the concerted effort in overcoming the initial bad publicity.
C.Cnllr BW was also able to confirm that it was the intention of WCC to continue financial contributions to voluntary groups in the 2009/10 financial year.
The Chairman concluded the presentation by indicating that TISBUS had the full support of the Parish Council.

08.10.32 – Tisbury School request for renewal of permission for Sports Portacabin – the school had been advised that the TPC permission would coincide with the conditions imposed by the planning condition S 2005 2574, i.e. valid until 31.01.2001
08.06.23 – Transfer of allotment land to TPC – TPC would be advised when the necessary WCC policy had been formulated.
08.09.11 – The suggestions from St John’s School had been considered by the WCC Planning and Environment manager, who was generally in agreement. However, traffic calming on Churchill Estate needed to be dealt with by way of the travel plan. The requirement for a travel plan for TIS would be queried.
08.10.24 – Christmas lights in Tisbury – Cnllrs discussed the recent BVM article resulting from a press release issued by Tisbury Traders. Concerns focussed on the inferred criticism of TPC only (rather than both Tisbury and West Tisbury) for not helping financially and also that the support offered to help secure other funding had not been highlighted. It was noted however that the publicity had resulted in offers of time and money to the Chamber of Trade and that the original press release had been ‘spun’. Cnllrs agreed that TPC should issue a press release emphasizing the impact on the precept in particular.
