	 Clarence / Highway Issues
a. The footpath adjacent to St John’s Close following the line of the Oddford Brook had overhanging laurel branches that required trimming.

b. Potholes in The Avenue still need attention.

c. The white lines in the vicinity of Wallmead Farm were a good example of the need for white lining to be done around Tisbury and needed attention especially as there had been a recent collision at the nearby junction (Jobbers Lane with Hazeldon Lane, SP3 6RB). The need for the 30mph limit being extended beyond this junction would also be raised.

d. The need for an overall parking strategy in the village was again mentioned and this would be raised at the January meeting along with the Station Road parking and station car parking issues.

	Salisbury Tourism Partnership – MrsJA reported that this well established group was unsure of its status within the Wiltshire unitary environment post 1st April, however it thought it beneficial being a member (by virtue of advertising Tisbury in the Salisbury local tourism guide) to become aware of potential funding streams and improve business information networks through ‘Business Improvement Districts’. Summary information would be circulated to all Cnllrs.

	Tisbury Community Safety Partnership – the quarterly meeting had heard a presentation by the Fire & Rescue Service that had proved very informative, for example, £40,000 was available for installing smoke alarms for elderly residents. It was noted that the SIDs would probably be undertaken as a joint project with TAPCAP and further details would be available soon. Also noted was information shared by the Community Beat Manager, Andy Fell, that the article in the Salisbury Journal about confrontational behaviour by youths in Tisbury was misleading and that most offences related to dropping litter and speeding.

	Youth Club Meeting – MrsJA and MrsPamC had attended this meeting and heard that the youth club members wished to carry on with the Leisure Credit Scheme and also explore additional means of transport to Mere Youth Centre. The members appeared to appreciate the attendance of the Cnllrs and the visit would be repeated in the future; a letter would be sent thanking the group for the invitation. It was noted that West Tisbury had allocated R2 monies to provide a shelter to the rear of the Youth Club building. During further discussion about youth behaviour in the village, Cnllrs expressed concern that the Tisbury boy that had won a conservation award was given very little press coverage compared to the negative press article about anti-social behaviour by other youths. The PC would endeavour to promote more positive press articles about youth activities in the village.

	Clerk’s report – the Clerk reported briefly on the suggested changes in format of the agenda following a recent training course; the changes relating to ‘matters arising’ being incorporated into a Clerk’s Report and explanations of agenda items with resolutions (where required) being circulated along with the agenda prior to the meeting. It had also been suggested that draft minutes be circulated for comment to all Cnllrs. 
The Clerk also reported that:
a. Policies concerned with grants/donations, ICT and media contact would be drafted for approval by Cnllrs in the near future.

b. Residents in Weaveland Road were not in favour of a gate that would restrict access to the allotment/composting area.

c. The Enforcement Officer had been notified of the demolition of the wall in The Quarry.
d. The Clerk would be attending a briefing meeting on the ‘Code of Conduct’ and would report back at the January meeting.

e. Station Road parking was being monitored by the Area Highways Engineer.
f. WCC would consider traffic calming on the High Street (adjacent to Gaston manor) as part of an overall review within the village.

g. The insurance for the proposed SID was being considered by the PC insurers.

	Precept items discussion – Cnllrs discussed each item of receipts and payments on the 2009/10 draft precept figures, with discussion focusing on the following items that were amended:

a. S137 payments – a reduction of £150 to £200 was made, with expenditure not envisaged to be above that in the present year.

b. The category of ‘Youth Club’ with a previous figure of £200 for training to obtain strimming licences was expanded to include training for the qualification to assess the installation of Christmas lighting with a figure of £700. 

c. Equipment purchase – the figure of £2000 was reduced to £1250, equivalent to 25% of the maximum figure of £5000 being applied for a shredder at the composting site.

d. An additional £3000 would be included to allow for costs relating to the transition to a unitary WCC authority (staff hours & office expenditure) and moves towards Quality Council and Clerk status.
