	Declarations of Interest: 
P.Cnllr PeterC. Left the meeting from 9:15pm to 9:20pm with respect to the Bowling Club lease (personal and prejudicial).

	Questions and /or statements from members of the public: 
a. The Chairman of the Bowling Club ran through the financial position of the club and highlighted the detrimental effect that any rent increase would have, with the probable resultant closure.
b. A second Bowling Club member also illustrated the considerable maintenance that was performed by the club members on behalf of the PC for what was always intended to be a peppercorn rent.
c. Two residents spoke to Cnllrs with respect to the Hindon Lane application that was discussed at the WAC; in particular: 

i. Only two District Councillors took account of the often repeated views of the Tisbury people and of the TisVis results – all others ignored them;
ii. their disappointment in Chairmanship of the meeting.

Note: D.Cnllr Mrs JG, who chaired the meeting in question, defended her position stating that correct procedures had been followed, especially concerning her rights to speak as a local member. 

d. WTP.Cnllr  Mrs I. Lacey circulated the summary and financial pages of the TAPCAP report on the Station parking project; the report itself still needed final figures from the EA, but when finalised and approved by TAPCAP members would be circulated to both Tisbury and West Tisbury members for consideration, hopefully, by a joint committee. A number of options would be presented in the report and public consultation would be advantageous. It was hoped that the format of the report would be used as a template for further TAPCAP initiatives.

	Paul Broadstock (WCC) - River Walk project: 

The Parish Councillors were informed about funding that is potentially available for continuation of the Living River project from a scheme being jointly run by WCC and The Countryside Access Forum. Grants would be available on an annual basis (initially for 2 years) for making innovative improvements to RsOW, but would require match funding from beneficiaries and would not necessarily be appropriate for the TPC led project.

Each year there would be 5 grants of up to £1000 each and one of up to £5000. The PC was advised that further progress may be made by seeking advice from the initiator of the Mid Wilts. Way starting in Mere and concentrating more on the Shaftesbury to Tisbury route rather than Tisbury to Salisbury route, concentrating on the Donheads to Tisbury route in the first instance. The issue of riparian rights was raised during the ensuing discussion and this would necessitate the walk being a valley rather than a river walk.

A short discussion on the Hindon Lane took place regarding conditions imposed / enforcement and ended with the observation from the Chairman that WAC agendas and papers were now only routinely available by email links.

	Hindon Lane Development – progress consideration:
Cnllr RAB re-iterated the 4 stages of the Hindon Lane proposal, the first  3 of which were now complete, i.e.
a. Allocation of the land in 2003 by the WAC, ignoring the AONB hilltop location, Hindon Lane limitations and parking difficulties.  This was the point at which the principle of developing the site was decided.
b. Production of the development brief by SDC Planning Officers was done in close liaison with CG Fry.

c. The o/l application – this merely confirms the scale of the development and its general form.
d. The full application with decisions on reserved matters – this will decide all the detail but, given the abolition of SDC is likely to be handled by Wiltshire Council.
The draft conditions had already been drafted (previously circulated) and would come into effect if reflected in the minutes approved by the next WAC meeting.
D.Cnllr Mrs JG added that the draft minutes had 32 conditions listed for the o/l application, including ones relating to access points and higher storey units.
P.Cnllrs decided that Cnllrs RAB, PeterC and a West Tisbury Cnllr would attend the meeting with SDC Officers on Friday 9th January, along with the Clerk. Note was  made that a meeting would also be held with Jane Weston, acting on behalf of the Parish Council for legal matters associated with the development, on the following Tuesday – those participating to include P.Cnllr PeterC, West Tisbury representative and the Clerk, with Cnllr RAB attending if beneficial.

P.Cnllrs also decided that it was too early to nominate potential beneficiaries for the funds accruing to the PC from the development.

	Clerk’s Report

a. Due to the number of items on the agenda, several items were being delayed until February, these included WCC consultation on proposed Licensing policy, Gambling Act consultation and Sex establishments consultation and also C&LG consultation on local authority publicity.  Cnllrs were asked to decide how to deal with the large number of consultation documents that were now being received. Following a brief discussion, it was decide to approach WTPC to perhaps work jointly or nominate individual Cnllrs to make recommendations to full Council on each consultation document.
b. The Clerk had yet to complete draft policies on contact with the media, code of conduct, use of email, equality & diversity and grants/donations. Most will be based on model documents produced nationally.

c. A follow up letter had been received from Victim Support assuring Cnllrs that the free service offered (emotional support, help and information) would continue to be provided to residents of Tisbury even though no financial assistance was available from the PC.

	Precept items discussion
a. The increased precept being requested by the JBC of £361 to meet a potential increase in the grounds maintenance contract was discussed, with Cnllrs resolving to meet the request by increasing the precept.
Proposed MrsPamC /seconded RAB/unanimous
b. A contribution to the purchase of the SID was discussed at some length with Cnllrs resolving to fund a contribution of £300 from reserves.
Proposed PeterC /seconded MissFC/3in favour with 2 abstentions
Note – the reserves for the PC are expected to be in the region of £15,000 at the year end, with a recommended level of approx. £11,500 for the current proposed 2009/10 precept.

c. Parish Improvement grant – Cnllrs considered the information provided by Paul Bradstock at the beginning of the meeting with respect to match funding and likely progress and agreed that the project would be taken forward using advice from the project team, with no grant application in the first instance.
d. Cnllrs then resolved to raise a total precept £34373.

Note: Cnllrs were reminded of the concept put forward at the October Finance meeting, that one of the objectives of the Parish Council could be to raise the profile of the village with respect to Tourism and that this could be developed during precept discussions in future years.
