	Reports from County and District Councillors:

	a. District Councillor Mrs Jose Green reported that this would be the last meeting that she would be able to attend as a D.Cnllr; also that adequate parking was now available for the TISBUS vehicles.

	b. County Councillor Mrs Bridget Wayman reported that:

i. the trees adjacent to the swimming pool were in the process of being removed and hopefully the swimming pool would be ready to open on 1st May.

ii. P.Cnllr MrsJA had previously asked for clarification on the scheme providing mopeds for young people to travel to work on, as it appeared that requests for mopeds were being denied unless applicants were already in employment and this was creating ‘Catch 22’ situations for travelling to work. C.Cnllr MrsBW informed the meeting that Community First administered this scheme and that applicants should not be being treated in this way. Any problems should be reported to MrsBW or Community First.

iii. Details of the WC budget were given, with the overall increase being 3.5%, although this equated to 3.8% in the SDC area due to harmonisation over the WC area as a whole. 
iv. Focus groups for WC spending priorities had identified maintenance of existing roads followed by adult social care.

	c. District Councillor Richard Beattie had no other matters to report.

	Phil Torjussen (Area Manager, South West Trains): 

Mr Torjussen explained that the recent review of ticket office opening hours had resulted from a 2008 proposal to take account of greater use of the internet and also make savings; however it was recognised that the current ticket machine at Tisbury Station was not a satisfactory alternative to a manned ticket office. More recently the economic downturn would inevitably have an impact on staff numbers. Mr Torjussen also explained the relationship with the ‘Passenger Focus’ consumer group and the impact of extensive discussions with unions and staff. However, although the DfT had allowed the proposal for a reduction in hours at Tisbury Ticket Office, it would mean that the advertised hours would be the minimum hours of opening and would be unlikely to be extended. 
Discussion with Cnllrs highlighted:

a) the position of Crewkerne Ticket Office that would not be affected by any reductions in opening hours due to the analysis data not being collected on a sound basis,

b) that the inadequacies of data collection at the Tisbury Ticket Office had not been highlighted in the review,
c) that the customer facilities at Tisbury would not be available when the ticket office was closed – although manning by volunteers could be investigated,
d) CCTV would be installed at all stations with central surveillance monitoring being undertaken at Wimbledon,

e) the Salisbury / Exeter fare stage was not within a penalty fare zone for non-ticketed passengers and this would not change where circumstances denied passengers the opportunity to buy tickets prior to boarding the train,
f) input of finance for additional car parking at Tisbury by SWT would be considered when a suitable site was found,

g) the number of coaches currently being used had been determined using central government data during the franchise bid, but from December 2009 the number of coached may be increased,
h) confirmation of the new timetable was still awaited,

i) passengers with accessibility issues would always be assisted by the guard travelling on the train, and
j) the concern being expressed on the proposed telecommunications mast near Sutton Mandeville.
Mr Torjussen left after being thanked by the Chairman for his attendance and open discussion.

Cnllrs discussed the matter of the unsatisfactory data  used in the review and expressed concern that Tisbury Ticket Office had not been treated equitably with that at Crewkerne before agreeing that the reduction in ticket office hours would be a significant hindrance to passengers and should therefore object most strongly. This 
would be relayed to the DfT, Robert Key (MP) and Passenger Focus.

	Clerk’s Report

a) Cnllrs agreed that a press release to Midwest Radio be made with respect to the decrease in antisocial behavior in Tisbury following the decision of the Co-op to stop selling alcohol to under 21s. This would include commendation of the Co-op and the manager and HQ would also be contacted.
b) Rural Services network – Cnllrs agreed that Tisbury PC be enrolled as members and that newsletters be forwarded to all Cnllrs.
c) Transfer of bank accounts to Co-operative Bank rather than Lloyds TSB ongoing. 
d) Community website – a ‘space’ has been identified via the Wiltshire CC website. 
e) Asset register – revisions should be ready by May AGM

f) Model footpath letters – these have been drafted with the help of Nick Cowen and will be sent to landowners when footpaths and bridleways become obstructed.

g) Playground inspection and maintenance – a number of companies are offering this service. However, the inspection for safety, after consultation with Barry W should probably not be transferred until the issue with the Gyrospiral is sorted out, i.e. distance from unit to fence.

h) Area Board handbooks – this topic will be on the March agenda – Cnllrs should acquaint themselves with the information circulated by PeterC.

i) Consultation on Wiltshire Council policies - Following a discussion with the Clerk of West Tisbury, it was thought that the best way forward was to identify suitable Cnllrs wherever possible, but share information and respond separately.

Contractor 1 - £960pa; Contractor 2 - £1235pa; Contractor 3 - £641pa
