S/2009/0202 – full – 11 Weaveland Road, Tisbury – single storey extension and rear facing dormer window

	 Hindon Lane Development – progress consideration:

a. P.Cnllrs heard that Jane Weston was querying the suggestion of SDC Officers that the PC need not be a signatory to the s106 agreement. 
b. Further discussion centered on the suggestion that the Fonthill Estate mow the 8 acre field at least once per year as a part of the lease agreement, with the PC paying £100 pa ground rent. Numerous scenarios were explored before P.Cnllrs resolved not to progress this suggestion so that complete control of any mowing regime be retained by the PC.

	a. Clerk’s report 

i. Railway ticket office – letters to Lord Adonis, Robert Key and Passenger Focus had been sent and the BMV magazine had published a news article. P.Cnllrs decided that a further letter be sent to Robert Key emphasizing the key concern of inequity of treatment between Tisbury and Crewkerne railway ticket offices.
ii.  A draft advert for the APM was available at the meeting and no amendments were suggested. The advert would be sent to FOCUS and also circulated to all groups in the village.
iii. Buckingham Palace Tea Party – Violet Capewell had declined the offer to be put into the draw for places, but Avril Goddard accepted and if chosen in the ballot will attend with her sister.
iv. The company from Amesbury had been offered the work to clear and re-seed the area between the river and LRG play area, but have declined for the current year due to lack of other work in the local area. Banyards would be approached to do the work.
v. Mike Neal has volunteered to attend a Flood Wardens seminar before deciding whether to become the nominated representative of the PC.

	Community Composting – a grant of £2,000 was expected to be awarded under a SWAG application. This would be match funded by the PC by a minimum of £500. Minutes of the February WAC meeting were still awaited.

	Allotments  – it was likely that all useable available space would soon be taken due to the demand for allotments, at which time a priority system would be needed.

	TCSP – Five key issues had been presented/discussed at the meeting:
i. Community First Responder (CFRs) Scheme – leaflets were distributed to P.Cnllrs giving information about this scheme. The majority of CFRs in Tisbury were Firemen and it was hoped to recruit some younger people.
ii. Information was given on the Great Western Ambulance Service, particularly with respect to response times as it was impossible to station ambulances around the county and effectively meet the 8 minute response time. Use of the air ambulance, stationed at Devizes, enabled this target time to be met more often, if available.
iii. The Salamander course that helps children with antisocial behavioural problems to integrate more into the community. The cost is £5,500 for 15 children  on a week’s course.

iv. SID – most of the parishes in the TAPCAP area had promised a contribution towards a SID that would be run by the TCSP and positioned by the Parish Steward.
v. A Vice Chairman was needed for the TCSP; preferably not from Tisbury to ensure better representation of the other parishes in the area.

	Report from Community Beat Officer Andy Fell:
i. P.Cnllrs heard that although vehicle crime was down, burglary had increased to 2 events over the latest reporting period. The area was again being targeted by a burglar operating on his own and entering property through large gardens or fields to the rear. A white ‘escort type’ van with a blue roof, ‘Y146’ (part reg.) was being used . The Melksham Burglary Squad was taking positive action in the cases with good intelligence being received.
ii. It was also noted that anti-social behavior (ASB) in Tisbury was on the increase and ‘Toolkits’ were available from the Police to help log activity by anyone affected. Once identified those responsible for ASB could be issued with ASB contract and if terms of these agreements were broken then an ASB Order (ASBO) could be imposed; conditions range from ‘no spitting’ to a nighttime curfew. Breaking the terms of an ASBO could lead to a fine and more stringent conditions with sanctions also possible against the parents.
Suggestions and comments from P.Cnllrs included -
iii. A change in the drop off point for school buses to deter students from walking through the Quarry in a large group.
iv. The good work being done by the Co-op in not selling alcohol to under 21s, although there did appear to have been a problem a week previously.

v. Local police were unaware of vandalism issues at the station.

vi. Schools were approached to allow POs to speak to students about the disadvantages of ASBOs – hopefully to include Shaftesbury School in the future.

vii. The Salamander project – see 09.03.19 iii.

viii. The Splash project – being undertaken with Jaki Farrell, to provide time consuming recreational activities to youngsters thought to be at risk of offending.
