	Report from County Councillor Mrs Bridget Wayman:
Various issues were raised for discussion, including vandalism in the village and projects for the Youth Team. P.Cnllrs were also told that the final details allowing the Motorcycle project to be re-located to the Station Works site were nearly settled and that it was hoped that the new Children’s Centre in the village could use the Adult Services accommodation, about to be vacated, instead of in new build accommodation. This would ensure that an area previously identified as a potential car park for the Nadder Halls complex would still be available.
Finally, a lengthy discussion on the current WC weight limits consultation and dualling of the A303 was concluded with an acknowledgement that it was unlikely that a majority agreement could be reached.
