	Consideration of Planning Applications:
S/2009/0661/cou - 25 Court Street Close, Tisbury – retrospective cou to garden
Cnllrs discussed this application at some length as it involved WC land and it was not clear whether WC had expressed an opinion on the proposal, before resolving to support the proposal.
Proposed MMcG / seconded MissFC / 5 in favour with 3 against
S/2009/0664/full – 25 Nadder Close, Tisbury – install a satellite dish on wall under window.
Cnllrs resolved to support this application.

S/2009/0685/full - St John’s School, Weaveland Road, Tisbury – new detached Children’s Centre with parking and new vehicular access

The Clerk explained that it was deemed necessary to build a completely new centre, rather than making use of existing buildings on the same site, to make most effective use of the capital grant monies available from central government. The parking arrangements and road safety aspects were discussed in some detail before Cnllrs resolved to object to the application.

	 Hindon Lane Development – progress consideration:

The P.Cnllrs that had visited the CG Fry’s development in Mere reported a number of positive initiatives, mainly originating from the replacement of the scheme architect with one being Dorset based and village orientated. The revised plans included an improved layout allowing wider road access and parking for 2 vehicles. It had been confirmed that the light industrial units were to be split over 3 areas and be non-commercial to ensure that the bustling nature of the High Street was retained. The 2½ storey houses would be similar in style to current dormer properties in the area. Detailed plans were expected to be presented in the autumn.
	

	
	REPORTS FROM CLERK/PARISH COUNCILLORS:

	Clerk’s report 

i. A letter from WC relating to the new county wide LDF and associated Statement of Community Involvement was circulated and Cnllrs informed that it would be discussed at the 16th June meeting.

ii. LRG accident - no issues to report.

iii. EA re tipping on the flood plain – the follow up inspection reports from the 2 Officers were still awaited.

iv. Station opening hours – a follow up letter from Robert Key with a copy letter from Lord Adonis was briefly discussed by Cnllrs. before deciding that they wished to request the release the comparative data relating to Tisbury and Crewkerne stations under the Freedom of Information Act.
v. Cnllrs were informed of written representations from Dunworth Rise residents concerning motor cycle nuisance (and also camping and more general noise) occurring on the 8 acre field now designated as public open space. Advice had been sought from WC as to the steps available to the PC to deal with such nuisance, although it had to be borne in mind that it had not yet been transferred to the PC under a lease agreement. The Clerk was asked to contact the Fonthill Estate and the Police with respect to the problem.
vi. Verge side strimming – 2 issues have arisen over the past month. 

The bank side of Oddford Brook as it runs to the rear of St John’s Close was strimmed before the wild flowers had time to set seed. This stretch appears to have been added to a fortnightly strimming schedule in error and the Salisbury area Parks Manager is investigating. 

The Parish Steward has been working along Tisbury Row, ensuring that the grips are properly cut into the road side banks and that drainage from the road is sufficient to minimise flooding. On the roadside boundary with Haredene Farm, the owners were not happy with the work, but David Button has visited them and agreed that any future work would be the minimal required to ensure road safety and that the grips would be hand cut.
vii.        NDDC had been approached by the Clerk for advice on their regulatory action with respect to the parking of Hilltop Taxi vehicles around Dorset. A draft letter had been forwarded to the Clerk by the Senior Planning Enforcement Officer to help with a similar situation in Tisbury (on Station Road near the entrance to the Railway Station).
viii. The Clerk had met with J. Street with respect to the Cricket Pavilion roof and reported overflowing from the guttering onto the decking. Further monitoring would be required during heavy rain.

ix. Cnllrs agreed with the Clerk’s suggestion that quotes be obtained from Banyards for the football nets and seesaw animal body; also that annual maintenance quotes be obtained from 3 companies based on the previous year’s ROSPA report.
x. Cnllrs were informed of the financial contribution from Beaudesert and also plants from the Co-op for the planters in The Square.
xi. The transfer of accounts from Lloyds to the Co-op would require a specific resolution at the July meeting, with names Cnllrs for signatories.
