	Questions and /or statements from members of the public: 
Gill Hanlan (Acting Head of Early Years and Childcare), along with Arthur Williams 
(Project Officer for the SureStart building programme) spoke in support of the need for a Children’s Centre in Tisbury and explained the criteria used by the DCSF in locating the centres; the essential one being the close proximity to a primary school.  The site was one of the 10 remaining centres to be considered in Wiltshire, 20 already being in existence. Capital funding has and will be provided by a ring fenced grant from central government until 2011 only. It is expected that all planned Children’s Centres will need to be fully operational by then to be eligible for the grant funding. The services operating from the centre will include midwives and health visitors, CAB advisers and Job Centre Plus and be primarily aimed at parents of the under 5s. There will be 3 permanent staff and hours will not coincide with school drop off and pick up times.
The Officers accepted that the wider community in Tisbury had not been consulted, including the Parish Councils, Tisbury School and the Nadder Hall management and discussed the other major issues of concern, these being:

a. Access to the site via a hill (although pre-school already in place).
b. Parking implications, especially for those travelling from other villages.
c.  The lack of a strategic overview – the site appears to have been chosen as random infill on the site as a whole without making better use of currently underused or vacant structures. It was also noted that the DACS building would become vacant in the autumn of 2010.
d. The village plan produced by TISVIS! Had not identified a particular need for a Children’s Centre, rather that more facilities for adult education should be provided.

e. The existence of an already excellent pre-school with various toddler groups through the village.
f. SureStart would provide continued funding for the operation of the site.

g. It was noted that the WC Estates Team had been consulted and that there was apparently no evidence of other uses identified for the site in question.

h. Existing buildings could be considered for the project, but new builds were the more attractive option due to the requirement for a 25 year lease on existing structures.

Finally, the WC Officers indicated that the project would not go ahead regardless, but that some form of public consultation would take place to ensure that the wider community were fully aware of the project and implications.

c. P.Cnllrs agreed that a sub-group be formed with WTPC to meet with a CG FRY representative/RH when available; the Tisbury P.Cnllrs would be RD, JBM, MrsPamC, MrsJA and MissFC. A provisional date of 4th August was mooted.

	Clerk’s report 

a. LRG accident - no issues to report.

b. EA re tipping on the flood plain – the follow up inspection reports from the 2 Officers were still awaited and would be chased once more.

c. Station opening hours – the DfT had confirmed that the requested data relating to Tisbury and Crewkerne stations would be forwarded soon under the Freedom of Information Act provision.
d. The Police had issued residents with ASB packs to log any incidents, although the Clerk had not investigated physically obstructing the public open space access as the track had been thought to be a bridleway rather than a footpath. Appropriate action would be investigated with the Rights of Way Officer. 
e. The Clerk was asked to approach the Area Estate Manager with a request to remove the non-native species from the Oddford Brook bank side to allow better wildlife management along the stream.
f. WC has asked Parishes to survey their High Streets for information of the turnover of empty shop premises.
g. A WC Highways Engineer had advised that ‘No Ball Games’ signs would not be provided by WC and would probably be the responsibility of the PC to provide, possibly following an application for advertising material to the Planning office.
h. The gated access to Church Walk was proving to be very noisy to residents, especially at night and the blacksmith would be asked to re-hang and refurbish the gate.
i. The casual vacancy created by the resignation of RAB had been advised to WC and subsequently advertised. WC will notify the Clerk whether the vacancy will be filled by election or co-option very soon.
j. Action on the collapsed wall in Court Street was being chased by WCnllr TD and rebuilding was expected by 10th July.
k. The Clerk’s absences over the summer were notified to those present.

Advice would be sought with respect to this problem and also the potential for the Youth Group to attend to specific areas as a part of the Leisure Credit Scheme..

	TISBUS AGM – DC highlighted the main points, these being:
a. The increase in membership over the last year from 55 to 160, with fare payers rising by 25% and group hire by 9%.

b. A third new bus will be delivered in July, with the bank reserves still standing at around £15,000. This healthy balance was due to donations from the Cloth Workers Foundation, the Garfield Weston Foundation, SDC and local donations.

c. TISBUS still had a problem of successfully persuading younger members of the community to use the buses, even so, the current usage still necessitates the recruitment of further volunteer drivers and younger committee members.

	TAPCAP meeting – WCnllr TD ran through the executive summary of the Parking Report prepared by TAPCAP in conjunction with WC.
