	Questions and/or statements from members of the public:
Patrick Duffy introduced himself as a candidate for co-option as a P.Cnllr. Mr Duffy had previously served as a P.Cnllr from May 2000 to October 2001 before leaving due to re-location. 
Adrian Griffin (AG) detailed the aspirations of the composting group with respect to expanding capacity and the acquisition of a shredder. It was now evident that a planning application was required to build additional bins and housing for the shredder and this would need to be submitted by the Parish Council. It was agreed that the Clerk would work with AG towards submission at the earliest opportunity.

The security of the shredder was briefly discussed and P.Cnllr MMcG agreed to supply suitable fencing if he was able. 
The success of the newly formed Weaveland Road allotment Society was also highlighted by AG, who explained that the site was now full. It was intended that the allotment plots would be audited and mapped with plot sizes being detailed. The desirability for wildlife corridors was also a priority and any strimming and maintenance work would need to be carefully planned. P.Cnllrs indicated that any such works would not attract any subsidy from the PC, but help could potentially be had from Jaki Farrell’s group. 
Former D.Cnllr Jeremy Hooper spoke on the proposed diversions of footpaths in the New Wardour Castle vicinity. There was little opposition to the diversion of FP 69; however, the diversion of FP 65 had been turned down previously and hopefully would be turned down again. Diversions, it was agreed by all, should be for substantial reasons and not just for convenience of particular parties.
A resident adjacent to the proposed café on The Square spoke against the proposal on the grounds of improper consultation, nature of proposed A category and the possibility of change from A3 to A5 when next sold on, limited rear access, waste disposal, current vermin problem, ventilation and extraction problems, times of opening and necessity.
Patrick Duffy, applicant for the proposed café on The Square, replied that he had not previously been aware of the formal consultation difficulties (and was equally concerned) and assured the meeting that the establishment would be operating as a Tea Room and only between the hours of 9am to 6pm. It was accepted that the limited rear access would not be ideal but any problems would be overcome.

	Report from Wiltshire County Councillor Tony Deane: 

WCnllr TD spoke briefly on the following issues:
a. The draft South Wiltshire Core Strategy has been withdrawn on grounds of sustainability and allocation of houses.
b. A professional traffic consultant was being sought to progress the traffic and parking problems within the village.
c. It was noted that Tisbury PC had not yet applied for any grants from the CAB funds.
d. Concerns have been expressed with respect to the enforced redundancy of the WC Chief Executive even though this was necessary as a part of the UA process and at the direction of the Secretary of State.
e. The promised savings resulting from the UA formation were expected to be confirmed by KPMG following an audit. The previously published figures indicating a deficit were acknowledged as incorrect.

f. WCnllr TD would be walking FPs 65 and 69 to get a better idea of the proposed diversions.

g. The proposed Children’s Centre decision on location is likely to be made at the October CAB meeting at the Nadder Hall in October. WCnllr TD would be pushing for additional car parking spaces if located in the DACS building.

	Consideration of Planning Applications: (this item was taken out of order to accommodate the personal circumstances of one of the applicants; from 8:30pm to 8:58pm). 
The Chairman allowed the applicant of S/2009/1383 to speak briefly in support of the proposal.
S/2009/1359/CU – Gould Commercial, The Square, Tisbury – cou from A1 (current retail shop) to A3 (café)

Cnllrs discussed this proposal at length, in particular with respect to the concerns of the adjacent resident and the positive assurances from the applicant in response (see 09.10.04; e & f). The need for a café in Tisbury and the desire to have a going concern rather than an empty shop were also mentioned. Finally, Cnllrs resolved to support this application conditionally, account needing to be taken of the following:
Opening hours – these should be limited to between the hours of 9am and 6pm.

Olfactory  nuisance – appropriate measures be taken to ensure minimal smell 

‘A’ category - the applicant assured the meeting that the premises would operate only as a tea room and not as a more general café, however, Cnllrs were concerned that on resale an application may be made for an A5 status for which the premises would be considered totally unsuitable. A reversion to A1 status on resale would be appropriate.

Vermin – the premises has limited accommodation and refuse storage needs careful consideration to ensure that vermin are not further encouraged into the area.

S/2009/1383/full – 3 Alexandra Villas, Tisbury – alterations to roof over existing rear extension, including raising of pitch over study

Cnllrs resolved to support this application noting that the proposed window would be in excess of 6’6” from floor level and that there would be no works visible from the Highway.

UAV consultation response – the answers to the questions that TPC asked of Qinetiq when initially responding to the consultation had been circulated along with the initially proposed TAPCAP response. It was noted that P.Cnllr MissFC had not been a signatory to the proposed TAPCAP response; citing the tone and content of the letter as reasons. The TAPCAP response had been withdrawn following other similar comments and Nigel Knowles had apologised for the content.

	Clarence / Highway Issues

a. It was noted that all reported potholes had been repaired; the dead tree near the cemetery entrance had not yet been removed.
b. The Parish Steward Autumn programme will be centred on cleaning and preparing for the winter and one of WC’s Unimog machines has been fitted with a sign cleaning device. The Unimog also has a 2m oscillating hedge cutter to clear obstructing vegetation. Other work will include checking on condition and content of salt bins, cleaning of road side grips and gully covers. All the stewards have been trained to spot potential ‘rogue traders’ while working around the area.

c. Road Closures for annual events – the PC has been asked to provide a list of village events that entail road closures. It was noted that official road closure notices incurred a substantial cost and that all events in Tisbury were controlled in liaison with the local police. A listing would be supplied as requested with this rider.
d. Resident petition regarding the poor condition of the trees in The Avenue – Cnllrs resolved to request a professional inspection from WC and forward the petition.

P.Cnllrs therefore resolved to object to the diversion of FP 65 – proposed MrsPamC /seconded JBM / unanimous.

b. P.Cnllrs discussed the proposed rental increases for the 2010/11 season detailed in the report; a 10% increase was proposed, this being some 40p lower than that previously envisaged by the PC in the accepted 10 year plan. It was noted that the number of allotments now rented had increased from 25 (full equivalents) to 33 (full equivalents) and this increased the overall rental income to a greater extent than the reduction using a 10% increase only.
c. Cnllrs resolved to accept the WRAS recommendation for this 10% increase and also requested that WRAS send the necessary notices on behalf of the PC to give effect to the increase.
