	Questions and/or statements from members of the public: 
Although not present, Jaki Farrell had indicated that she was fully supportive of WCnllr Mrs BW’s vision for the community campus and that if monies were available to redevelop any buildings and/or land for the motorcycle project within that campus, the facilities could also be used as a base for projects concerning conservation etc that followed on from the maintenance work undertaken around the village.
Ms Farrell had also confirmed that the cost of employing 2 members of staff to supervise an additional night of youth activity in Tisbury would be £3,000 per annum; there would then be a total provision of 5 nights of youth activities across the Mere and Tisbury communities.

	Report from Wiltshire County Councillor Tony Deane: 

WCnllr TD spoke briefly on the following issues:
a. The owners of Chicksgrove Quarry forming a neighbourhood association to discuss operating issues, including access and noise.
b. Approval of the Children’s Centre to be located in the DACS centre.

c. SWWCAB grant funding for any potential losses incurred by the Tisbury Traders Christmas event.

d. Policing issues in the Tisbury area, in particular, the routing of mobile phone calls to the correct control room for action and long term sickness of Community Beat Officers.
e.  The community campus proposal to be discussed later was supported, along with the car parking initiative for the campus and village being spearheaded by WTP.Cnllr Mrs I. Lacey and M. Neal. The application for SWWCAB funding towards professional help in documenting the proposals was commended.

	Development of The Knapp:

P.Cnllrs discussed at some length the current building activities at The Knapp as they appear to be flouting conditions of the original 2006 application and variation approved by an Officer in 2008. P.Cnllrs were particularly concerned regarding the apparent lack of consultation by the Planning Department when the variation was approved, especially given that the effect of the variation was to undermine a fundamental element of the  planning permission. P.Cnllrs resolved that their disquiet be relayed to the WC Chief Officer and Portfolio Holder, with a copy to the Salisbury Officers.
It was noted that the activities had been brought to the attention of the WC Enforcement Officer, English Nature and the WWT.

	Clerk’s report 

i. Tisbury PC website – it was noted that the website is nearing completion and Cnllrs views were sought on the desirability to have an ‘open forum’ for resident’s views on PC issues. No firm decision was made.
ii. Management of Oddford Brook bank side – David Rear would be meeting with the Salisbury based grounds maintenance manager to determine possible courses of action for the Oddford brook bank side behind St John’s Close. Cnllrs agreed that any proposed course of action would be the subject of consultation with local residents.
iii. Joint Burial Committee – no further progress had been made with locating the original constitution. 
iv. Probation Service Community Payback Scheme – Cnllrs were informed that there was an opportunity for Offenders to do work in the village; it was agreed that an approach be made to see if any resources were available to clear weeds from the village environs.
v. Network Rail had confirmed that they are in discussions with WC Planning Officers with respect to locating a communications mast across the river from the sewage works.
vi. The SWWilts Area Board is in the process of organising a ‘nuts and bolts’ seminar on procedures associated with the area board.

	Clarence / Highway Issues

i. A copy letter from WC Highways to a resident had been received by the PC relating to the lime trees in The Avenue. It had been confirmed that apart from the works relating to the sucker growth, no other works were currently required to comply with the terms of the Highways Act 1980; although the trees in question remain subject to TPOs and therefore subject to planning regulations.
ii. The stile at Chantry (river bridge footpath to Tisbury Row at top of bank above the former Parmiter site) was badly in need of repair.

	CAB report – generally, it was noted that various grants were still available and also that the partnership arrangements between the various bodies of the CAB were working well.
More particularly, the Tisbury Traders had obtained a grant to underwrite any potential losses arising from the ‘TIS the Season’ Christmas event. A draft flyer for the event was circulated and it was noted that minor changes would be made, including incorporation of the WC logo and deletion of the proposed parking charge that was now unnecessary following the grant approval..
WCnllr TD emphasized the supportive nature of the CAB, especially when such a good case as the Tisbury Traders had put forward was made; those responsible were to be commended.

	Precept consideration:

a. COMMUNITY INITIATIVE FUNDING – those present at the Finance committee meeting on 20th October had proposed that a sum of £5000 be allocated to community initiatives, possible causes to include a contribution to funding an additional night at the Youth Centre (£3000) and match funding for a bus shelter, consultant engineer (for community campus & parking issues for example) and amenity development. Those Cnllrs present supported this funding in principle and discussion focused on a bus shelter in the first instance.
Three potential sites (Nadder Close, Court Street and The Square) were suggested and it was thought necessary to seek assistance from Wilts & Dorset Bus Company along with WC Planning Officers and the Highway Authority with respect to the most beneficial site.

The possibility of grant funding would be explored.
b. COMPOSTING SWAG MONIES MATCH FUNDING – Cnllrs resolved that the residual monies not previously used as match funding for the SWAG monies could be used for the ancillary items associated with the purchase of the shredder –£750.

c. CHRISTMAS LIGHTING £500 TRAINING GRANT (current and next financial year) – Cnllrs discussed the option of Tisbury Traders buying (or renting) the equipment to undertake the necessary stress testing; with the subsequent public liability cover resulting. A local man had also agreed to be trained and this was welcomed.
Cnllrs then resolved to grant the sum of £500 in this financial year and also the 2010/11 to Tisbury Traders towards the purchase of equipment and training.

	Potential match funding with respect to  Performance Reward Grant Scheme for motorcycle project accommodation – Cnllrs were reminded that £2,500,000 (total) was available to WC in maximum tranches of £250,000 for community projects. The motorcycle project was considered an appropriate bid for monies, but Cnllrs were of the opinion that the community campus proposal put forward by TPC local WCnllrs would offer a more integrated and sustainable solution for the Nadder Halls site. WCnllr TD suggested that an appropriate way forward would be to apply for a CAB grant (1st phase) to employ a professional consultant to co-ordinate a Performance Reward grant application (2nd phase) for a whole site solution, including the 8 acre field. P.Cnllrs agreed that a local architect should be approached to provide indicative costings and a project brief on a voluntary basis in the first instance.
Robust discussions centered on whether the PC should base the grant applications solely on the community campus proposal or identify other potential proposals that had previously been identified, as a minimum, by the TISVIS! Parish Planning process. This would provide the audit trail for the community evidence base. This would for example, highlight other centres of activity such as the Hinton Hall. The Chairman pointed out that this venue is considered important as it is on level access from the lower end of the High Street. 
It was noted that any match funding requirements could be met with monies and/or payment in kind eg time & expertise.

Cnllrs eventually resolved that a recommendation would be prepared for submission at the December meeting.
