	 Report from County Councillor: (item taken at 7:20pm once the WCnllr had arrived)

 WCnllr TD commented on the following:
a. The Hindon Lane agreement relating to the £400,000 payment to TPC was nearing completion and referred to the sum being paid in stage payments, with a limit of 5 years following the last stage payment for expenditure by TPC.

b. Reviews of A road speed limits within the county were now underway with implementation for changes starting in 2010/11.

c. Similar reviews for B and C road were envisaged with implementation from 2014.

d. WC Officers were being asked to cut budgets by 6% without affecting front line services.

e. WC had agreed that any election costs relating to P.Cnllr vacancies would be paid by county rather than falling on individual PCs.

f. It was noted that financing for TAPCAP was available through the SWWCAB and a grant for engaging a professional with respect to traffic and parking around the village would be considered at the next meeting. Support from TPC for this would be greatly appreciated.

g. A WC flag was displayed, having a bustard on a white (indicating chalk) and green (indicating green pastures) background.

h. The next SWWCAB meeting would be on Wednesday 9th December at Wilton.

	Clerk’s report:
Probation Service – TPC request for community service help

A response had now been made and the Clerk would be meeting with a Probation Officer to determine the suitability of the work involved.

Tisbury PC website – this was now ready to be checked and ‘published’ – hopefully before Christmas
Management of Oddford Brook bank side – no further progress had been made.
Road Closures – in view of the actions now necessary by the voluntary groups in requesting a road closure, the Clerk would circulate those involved with the information previously provided by TPC. 
WC Bus shelter grant – the Clerk reported that grants for 50% of the cost of shelters were available from WC Highways and money was available in the current year and probably in the next financial year. However, the process for erecting a bus shelter, if on Highway land, was determined by WC Highways and typically takes several months. The process cannot start until a site has been selected. It was suggested that residents be canvassed for suitable sites.
SWWCAB Christmas Lights grant – Cnllrs were informed that a grant for replacement heavy duty cables for the larger light units had been applied for at the suggestion of the SWWCAB Area Manager as Mere PC had submitted a grant application for Christmas Lights and Officers were keen that all PCs had the same opportunity. No match funding was involved.

	Clarence / Highway Issues:
The potholes on Weaveland Road would be reported again especially between The Corry and Doctor’s Place.

A manhole between the first 2 roundabouts on the Churchill Estate had sunk and needed attention.

	KGVth Playground inspection / works:

The movement of the supporting column at the centre of the space net has been queried with the manufacturer and the movement is considered normal. The replacement net for the equipment will cost c.£17,000. This would equate to more than the reserves carried forward at the beginning of the financial year and P.Cnllrs would need to consider a strategy for the future of this play area in the near future. 

Replacement swing seats have been ordered and the blacksmith has been asked to undertake various minor repairs and alterations to metalwork at both the Tisbury playgrounds.

	Lower Recreation Ground inspections / works: 

BW reported that he had been in contact with the contractor (CITA) concerning the wetpour surface. CITA has denied any continuing responsibility for the work having gone out of business. Cnllrs were reminded that c.£1800 (50%) of the payment due for the work has been withheld. A quote had been received for resurfacing the play area with coloured ‘wear pads’ underneath the equipment and further quotes would be sought.

	Community composting: 

The proposed alterations to the site have not yet been submitted to WC as informal talks with WWT staff, WC Waste Management Officers and WC Planning Officers have been difficult to arrange due to staff changes and absences. The main concerns of WC relate to:

a. The scale of operation – the scheme should be for local residents only; the purchase of a shredder indicates that a waste management licence (or exemption from due to the small throughput) should be applied for as this constitutes a form of treatment.

b. No business waste should be accepted – this is in direct conflict with advice from Hill’s Waste and the WWT that income could be generated by charging, for example, the local grocer for using the site.

c. Use of the site should be promoted by word of mouth only – no advertising.

d. ‘Sales’ income would indicate that a commercial operation is taking place and this would require a change of use application for the site.

e. The lack of integration between the composting and allotments sites with respect to use of composting facilities and use of the products. 
However – the WC Officer airing these concerns appeared to be satisfied with the answers provided by the Clerk and appeared genuinely pleased that the site was still operational; other similar sites having closed down within a couple of years. It was noted that WWT no longer support such schemes.

	Precept – P.Cnllrs discussed the draft figures previously circulated and resolved that:

a. £500 be allocated towards the purchase of a SID.

b. The proposed JBC contribution of £1540 be included within the precept, with the actual payment depending upon agreement with WTPC on their contribution.
Proposed PeterC/ seconded JBM / unanimous 
A more rigorous discussion ensued on TPC spending and potential impacts should the precept be increased. The proposed contribution for community initiatives would contribute to pump priming and match funding for constructive projects within the village and it was agreed that the sum of £7,000 be allocated at this time, effectively combining the Bus Shelter figure of £2,000 with the £5,000 allocated for community initiatives. A list of further amenity developments identified from TISVIS! would be presented at the January meeting for further discussion and note was made that potential projects not currently identified could be funded from reserves if necessary during 2010/11, with monies being recouped in the following year. This would effectively stop the precept increasing without due cause.
