	Questions and/or statements from members of the public: (item c. was taken out of order (at 7:12pm) to accommodate the late arrival of the agent that had been delayed by bad weather conditions.)
a. Two Governors of St John’s Primary School spoke in support of their planning application (S 2009 1877) enhance the office and reception area and also maximize the creative/play environment for the children.
b. The applicant for S 2009 1894 spoke in support of his retrospective application for a temporary structure (large shed) and creation of a pond that would enhance the local wildlife habitat and improve drainage of current boggy ground. The applicant had consulted fully with both Planning and Ecology officers from WC.
c. The agent for S 2009 1886 explained the rationale behind the proposal to refurbish and enhance the current building with the objective of creating an affordable small housing unit sustainably and sympathetically with the adjoining buildings (that were noted to have become almost derelict to the rear). The design had ensured that no other properties were overlooked and good use had been made of natural light.
Questioning by P.Cnllrs revealed that the integral shop would also be refurbished to the latest standards and that sustainable, locally sourced cherry wood cladding would be used at the rear. The overall building footprint would remain the same but the rear aspect would be stepped back. In addition, the agent, having had sight of the Tisbury Conservation Area Plan, had decided not to build the rear with materials similar to those of adjoining buildings in The Causeway.

However, the proposal appears not to take any account of the objectives laid out in the Tisbury Conservation Plan with respect to materials; in particular the use of cladding.

(Community Campus proposal on agenda) – This was considered as part of an overall evaluation of TISVIS! proposals for inclusion in the precept for funding.  P.Cnllrs considered a summary listing (supplied at the meeting) of TISVIS! Aims indicating the current status and likely requirement of funds to make progress. For those aims that TPC could directly impact upon, P.Cnllrs allocated an estimated sum of money and a priority with respect to other aims along with an overall potential implementation schedule. Following an objective discussion, a revised costed and prioritized listing was agreed and is appended as a part of the minutes. The main points being:
a. A contribution to Youth Club funding for an additional night - £3,000

b. A contribution towards upgrading the internet facilities at the Hinton Hall for adult learning - £2,000

c. Additional monies for TPC website development – as required from reserves
