	Questions and/or statements from members of the public:

a. S 2010 0032 - The applicant spoke in support of the proposal, informing the P.Cnllrs that the property required modernisation and the installation of a bathroom (presently shower room); other properties in Doctors Place had already been similarly extended and consultation had been undertaken with Planning Officers.
b. P.Cnllr MissFC informed the meeting of a letter she had received on a personal basis relating to the WC LDF South Wilts Core Strategy Examination. This letter had not been received by either of the Tisbury Parish Councils and it was agreed that the Programme Officer would be contacted to register an interest and that the T&WT Joint Working Group would prepare a representation with respect to sustainability issues; transport in particular.

	10.02.12
	Community campus – PD reported that the grant had not had final approval at WC level, but was hopeful that monies could be obtained from other sources. The Steering Group had not yet met and it was confirmed that the West Tisbury PC representative was likely to be MsJdeBG. The first meeting would confirm the Terms of Reference of the group.

It was noted that works for the additional parking associated with the Children’s Centre had begun sooner than anticipated.

	Joint Burial Committee draft constitution – the previously circulated draft was discussed at some length and note was taken of comments from PeterC. circulated at the meeting. P.Cnllrs agreed that the JBC be asked to now consider the two documents and formulate their preferred constitution for approval by both PCs.

	Wiltshire Council strategy for car parking charges – WCnllr TD explained the county strategy of harmonisation and the impact that this would have on the off road car parking provisions in Tisbury and Mere, i.e. the imposition of charges. This was discussed with some dismay and it was agreed that TPC would make representations to the WC portfolio holder against any such policy.

	Fire & Rescue Service Recruitment – Cnllrs were informed of the increasing difficulty recruiting retained fireman in the area due, in part, to the lack of suitable candidates working within the village locale. However, apart from helping with advertising, there were no other suggestions of suitable help.

	2011 meeting date for January – P.Cnllrs agreed that this meeting would be held on Tuesday 11th January.
	

	10.02.17
	 Report from Wiltshire County Councillor - WCnllr TD reported on the following:
a. There is no commitment from WC for SIDs
b. Flood consultation documents will be issued shortly.
c. The grant process for SWCAB awards will be modified to more reflect the previous SWAG award process that is seen to be more rigorous. 2009/10 grants of around £135,000 have been awarded.
d. The NHS Fair held in January will be repeated at a SWCAB organized event as the information available from Fair was thought to be so valuable.
e. The potential for a TAPCAP/TPC office located in available accommodation  at the Police Station would be supported by the SWCAB in terms of financial help for broadband connection, alterations etc.
f. The LDF Core Strategy is due for examination during March.

g. It had been noted that funds granted for maintenance of the Temple Court statue were evidently not being properly used and this was being investigated.
h. TD reported that 9000 tonnes of salt had been spread on highways during the recent bad weather and current WC stocks stood at 5 tonnes. During the bad weather, the government had diverted some 2 tonnes of salt sourced from Cheadle for other counties use; all WC salt sourced from abroad had been retained by WC.
i. Currently, c.400 potholes (occurring as a result of the bad weather) per day are being repaired.

j. A discussion arose around the responsibility of clearing snow from pavements as differing advice was being issued. This would be further investigated by TD

a. Tisbury PC website – this was now live and would be advertised. WC would be consulted about publishing documents in PDF format.
b. Office accommodation for TAPCAP – the accommodation at the Police Station was still being negotiated and it may be possible for TPC to share the space. It was noted that the meeting room would not be sufficiently large to host public meetings.

	Clarence / Highway Issues: the following were noted.
a. Knap Hill development works – the developers had been reminded that the roadway would need to be made good when the development was finished.
b. Suspension of Parish Steward programme for January – the programme had been suspended due to the number of potholes needing to be filled.
c. The masonry around the steps on the elevated pavement above the garage on the High Street was in need of repair.
d. Properties on Hindon Lane between the ‘phone box and the 30/40mph sign need to be reminded that hedging on the boundary should not encroach onto the highway. 
e. Encroaching hedges are also a problem again in Park Road and Church Walk.
Note: the Clerk will approach the Youth Club with respect to potential Leisure Credits for a hedge trimming service.
f. Properties at the bottom of the Churchill Estate (flats in particular) often have cars parked on the verge that prevents grass cutting and damages the grass.
